Instead of
suffering the effects of heat and boredom on dangerous streets, our
neighborhood children will experience days full of the magic of
summer.

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Currently more than 26% of Germantown residents live in Deep
Poverty; which is defined as living on less than 50% of the Federal
Poverty Line. Specifically, it means living on $11,700 a year or less
for a family of four. A recent study done by Temple University,
featured on the front page of the March 19, 2013 Philadelphia Inquirer, stated the cruel fact that the
deeper you are in poverty the less chance you have of ever getting out of it. This cannot be an
